NOTICE OF RACE
ORGANISING AUTHORITY

The organising authority is Whitstable Yacht Club.

RULES 

Racing will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2013 – 2016; the RYA prescriptions; WYC Sailing Instructions, the Wanderer Class Owners Association Rules, and the Sailing Instructions for the event.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY
The Town Regatta is open to all members of clubs on the North Kent coast.  The Wanderer National Championships are open to any Wanderer dinghy.  All boats must be insured for third party liability to a minimum of £2,000,000.  

REGISTRATION
Competitors may register at Whitstable Yacht Club or at Tankerton Bay Sailing Club from 1000hrs to 1200hrs on Saturday 12th July.   Wanderers may register only at Whitstable. Late entries may be accepted at the discretion of the Race Committee.

PROGRAMME
The first race Warning Signal will be no earlier than 12.54hrs on Saturday 12th July 2014. The programme is scheduled as follows:

SCORING SYSTEM

There are 4 races scheduled of which at least 2 shall be completed to constitute a series.  The Low Points Scoring System, RRS A4 will apply. Each boat shall discard her worst score.  In the event of 2 races or less being sailed all results will count.

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
Sailing Instructions are published in the WYC club programme and on the WYC website at www.wyc.org.uk.

ENTRY
Entries must be made on the entry form at registration at Whitstable YC or Tankerton Bay SC, and may be accompanied by a suggested donation of £2 per competitor towards Whitstable & Herne Bay Lions Club charities. The entry fee for the Wanderer National Championships is £25, which includes entry for the Whitstable Town Regatta. Wanderer competitors are invited to also make a charitable donation as described above.

SAFETY – SIGNING OUT and SIGNING IN
All WYC competitors shall sign out on the form provided at the veranda railings before launching, and shall sign back in on the same form after coming ashore at any time, and certainly WITHIN 1 HOUR OF THE FINISH OF THE LAST BOAT IN THE RACE.  This procedure is for the safety of competitors, so that the organisers know who is afloat and ashore if an emergency arises.  Other clubs should make their own safety arrangements.

COURSES

Courses on Saturday will be set in Whitstable Bay, approximately North West of Whitstable Yacht Club, and on Sunday off the Tankerton Slopes approximately North West of Tankerton Bay Sailing Club. The course will be a trapezoid using orange inflatable pillar buoys.  There will be four starts:  for Wanderers, for other dinghies 3 minutes after, for catamarans 6 minutes after, and for Cadets 9 minutes after.  Average lap times will be used to calculate Town Regatta results.   Each race will last approximately one hour. The start and finish line will be between a black inflatable mark and the main mast of the committee boat. A course chart will be posted at Whitstable Yacht Club and Tankerton Bay Sailing Club.
